Document Based Question – How to

Paragraph 1

A thesis statement.  

· Time period (can be a word or phrase, not necessarily a date)

· Places (all places from the prompt)

· Addresses all aspects of the prompt (you might incorporate your group names in this)

Body Paragraphs (always at least 3 – can be more depending on the number of groups that emerge from the documents.  Don’t forget you must use all the documents.  You may use a document more than once. (In more than one group).  I encourage you to do this.

· Topic sentence – this should include your group name; it may include the document names, but should include the document #s!

· Evidence from every document in this group, paraphrased.  Relate this to the group name and analyze it.

· After you introduce a document, mention the author’s POV

· End with an extra document for the group (which voice is missing in this particular group?)  Don’t forget to explain why it would help the analysis.

Conclusion

· Write the thesis in a different way

· Connect to some other aspect in history – either in the same time period, but a different place or to some later time in history
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
